I had the opportunity to be a guest at the Annual

RUMORS 
An e-mail authored by me and addressed to St. Robert teachers has been circulating throughout the Shore-

wood parent community.  The message was a directive to teachers, issued at the request of the police de-

partment, to watch for and report a person of interest they were seeking for interview.

He never attempted to 

make contact with a student and did nothing wrong.  Subsequently, an Atwater parent recognized the de-

scription as his father-in-law who had been visiting from overseas.  The police have determined that he was 

simply watching his grandchildren at play.
