Mass Gives Us

Parish Council has been discussing
Mass attendance at St. Robert. As part
of those discussions, we recently read
an article by Rev. Gilbert Ostdiek of
Catholic Theological Union in Chicago

share with you was what the Emmaus
story (Luke 24:1:35) teaches us about
the connectedness of Mass and life.

Two of the disciples were travelling
to Emmaus when they encountered
Jesus who they did not recognize and
believed to be a stranger. They
explained to him that they had come
from Jerusalem where there was a
prophet mighty in word and deed
whom they had hoped would be the
redeemer of Israel but that he had been
put to death. Jesus chided them for
failing to believe and explained how the
events they had witnessed were in
accordance with scripture and that this
prophet was in fact the savior they had
hoped for. Later that evening they
broke bread together at which point

Like the disciples we bring the
stories of our lives to Mass in a
journey similar to that of the two
disciples. Like the disciples we T2NJ
come together in the presence of 1A S |
God, we hear his Word and receive
the Eucharist, and finally return to
the world of our everyday lives.
The words of the readings, the
homily or the music may lead us to
a deeper awareness of what God is
doing in our lives. The many rituals,
symbols and gestures that are used
in the Mass have the power to
evoke religious feeling and
understanding that we may not
even be able to verbalize or explain.
Sometimes it is someone in the
congregation whose witness gives
us a new perspective on our own
faith. Obviously receiving the
Eucharist and its graces transform
these stories we bring to Mass to
