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Principal’s Pen

Thanks to the collaboration and generosity of Bay
United, the Elks Club, local businesses, and our
own Home and School Association, we are
blessed to have the opportunity to bring parent-
ing advocate Milton Creagh to our community on
February 2nd, | just finished reading one of his
books to get a flavor for his message. | was, at
first, somewhat disoriented by the stream-of-
consciousness, conversational style of writing -
clearly penned by a speaker - but, gradually, his
powerful themes came through. The book pre-
sents an important reflection on the historical
changes in parenting trends, and connects the
dots to parallel trends in the traits of contempo-
rary children. With an eye toward making sure
our kids “leave the nest” with the skills they will
need to be desired in the workplace and success-
ful in their independent lives, his message is a
provocative one that makes a case for some
counter-cultural parenting.

Although we are oriented toward making sure our
children have the knowledge and skills to be suc-
cessful in the workplace, Creagh takes a bold,
real-world look at the traits that the workplace
will demand of them. We need to pay attention
to his message that employers are less inclined
with each passing year to hire young employees.
The increasing reality is that jobs that once went
to teens are now filled by retired and disabled
populations. If it is true that too many of today’s
young people do not have the necessary ethics
for work, we are faced with taking a hard look at
what this might also say about their risk for sub-
stance abuse, because responsibility, account-
ability, dependability, and maturity are not only
the desired outcomes of childhood, but the same
traits that will protect our children from the lures
of the drug culture.

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If we draw simple

lines of correlation,

it's easy to see that

substance abuse

prevention is not

something we can

do in isolation from

analyzing broader

themes of parenting. It may be hard for us to
hear that current parenting trends put our chil-
dren at risk of failing to achieve these outcomes,
but we need to listen if we envision a safe and
successful future for them. The “Just say no”
message characteristically aimed at children in
substance abuse prevention programs will be
wholly ineffective if we don’t also teach bounda-
ries and restraint by saying “No.” Mr. Creagh is
certainly not the first one to tell us this, but his
engaging style, real-life stories, and strong case
for cause-effect relationships between parenting
and prevention make us hear the message in a
new way.

Mr. Creagh is coming to St. Robert to speak to
our middle school students. | can assure you he
will get their attention and get them fired up
about the future and the self-discipline it will take
to get there, but his message will not be com-
plete without you. Please make a special effort
to attend his evening parent presentation at
Whitefish Bay High School. All parents are wel-
come. Parents of fifth through eighth shouldn’t
miss it.

Effective parenting is really our only chance to
protect our children from the dangers of sub-
stance abuse. Let’s learn together and stick
together because parenting is our only real shot
at prevention.
