Principal’s Pen

After awhile, news of our struggling economy can
become just so much noise. Times are, indeed,
tough. From families to big corporations, we
have all had to cut back, make sacrifices, do
without. We worry. We complain. We look ahead
to better days. But, by and large, most of us
seem to have adapted. For some, however, the
times have not been so tolerable. For some of
our own St. Robert School families, the times
have brought suffering and anxiety of a much
greater magnitude. As | watch them disappear
into an unknowing crowd, | walk around with their
stories on my mind and in my heart. | find myself
wondering whether and how | might serve as a
conduit for help. It is humbling to remember
times when | have been the one in need. My own
family has taught me that throughout our lives we
vacillate between needing and giving. And itis in
both caring for and accepting care from each
other that families gain solidarity and strength.
Our school “family” needs to do this, too, don’t
you think?

Did you know that we have families walking qui-
etly among us that sacrifice meals in exchange
for the dignity of clothing and accoutrements that
will allow their children to remain anonymous?
We count among us families with crushing medi-
cal bills, who are suffocating under the burden of
mortgages and car payments and tuitions that no
longer match their ability to pay, who are making
hard decisions about letting go of lifestyles they
worked hard to build. Our community includes
even those who feed their families with nothing
more than food stamps and charity due to cir-
cumstances not of their own making. For too
many of our school families, the only way to fully
participate in the life and advantages of this
school is to humble themselves to acknowledge
their need and accept help.

And we are blessed to be able to provide some
measure of equity. We have a generous financial
aid program that has dispersed over $24,000
each of the past two years in direct tuition relief.
We also have a limited but heretofore adequate
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SEPEEE Angel Fund that allows for discre-
'\Re

tionary assistance with everything
from school supplies to field trips
to Athletics to band. Even with
these programs, however, all of
our aid has been consumed this
\ year with many still unable to keep
d up. Just yesterday, | calculated
the still unmet financial aid needs
for this current year at a staggering $17,000.
The need is big and growing. The school cannot
provide teachers and books and meals without
remuneration. The parish does not have the re-
sources to help. And we don’t want our school to
become a gatekeeper for the affluent. How can
we maintain access in these especially trying
times?

We are working diligently to build our scholarship
funds, and | am very interested in speaking with
anyone who has ideas or resources to support
this undertaking. But, more even urgently, |
would like to ask those who are in a position to
help to come together to ease the immediate
financial burdens of our friends who are strug-
gling for daily survival at this particular point in
their life’s journey.

Borrowing an idea from a successful drive at Holy
Family Parish, would you consider purchasing a
SCRIP card for groceries or other commodities to
be held in our parish office for distribution to
families in need of assistance? If this is some-
thing that feels right to you at this moment in
time, | invite you to simply purchase a card of
your choice and put it in an envelope marked
Angel Fund. | promise your gifts will be disbursed
responsibly according to substantiated need and
that we will always adhere strictly to the “Teach a
man to fish” philosophy.

Thank you for keeping our family strong and
sound by giving and accepting help in your turn.
And thank you for remembering that we are all
just a heartbeat away from walking in the shoes
of the suffering.
