My own introduction to elementary school was
the single most important driver in my pursuit of
a career in education. One of my earliest memo-
ries of first grade is the powerful, articulated
thought that “There’s got to be a better way to do
this!” | was the oldest of five - no one to pave
the way, very insecure, a struggling student.
Needless to say, my early years in school were
not very pleasant. But there is one day among
those painful ones that stands out as one of the
tenderest moments of my childhood. It's the day
my dad surprised me by showing up in the cafete-
ria to join me for lunch.

Lunch was even worse than the classroom for a
fearful, picky eater. Back in the early 1960s,
waste was not tolerated. Children were served
all the hot lunch items on the menu and were
expected to pass an empty tray to the intimidat-
ing kitchen staff that stood at the tray collection
table to inspect. More confident children stuffed
their milk cartons with leftovers in an attempt to
get by unnoticed in the rush to recess. But | sat,
day after day, bound by the rules, frozen in fear,
staring at those nasty creamed peas. Until the
day my father came. How did he know about my
lunchroom trauma?! His presence spoke vol-
umes before any words were exchanged. In one
remarkable moment of my life, | saw that | was
important enough to call him away from work -a

D o nrane ieveatn to Bongento school - even more rare in

a day when this was a mother’s domain, to sit
with me in my suffering; to help me solve my
problem, to comfort me, and to make a bridge
between home and school. That day marked the
beginning of my transition into the big world of
school. | knew my dad believed in me. | didn’t
want to let him down. And | began to see that a
human touch, gentleness, and love were the in-
gredients that were missing from my experience
of school.

This is why we say that going to school and com-
ing home should feel like the same thing. And
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why we recognize that we
can’t nurture the soul of a
child by only feeding his
body. The lunch program is a
critical element in the school
day - important enough that
our Education and Formation
Committee has devoted
quite a bit of time and study
to evaluating whether and
how we might improve it.

If your child eats hot lunch,

you have likely noticed

changes to the menu that

were instituted in the fall.

We are reducing the number of processed foods
on the menu and serve at least one cooked-on-
site meal each week. The alternative entrée is a
fresh salad or sandwich. We will continue these
food improvements with the addition of a stand-
up freezer to accommodate cases of fresh frozen
commodities to replace canned goods. But it's
not just food that makes a meal. Some recent
changes have also been instituted to improve the
quality of the experience. We've added a child-
sized fresh fruit and vegetable bar not only to
entice children to explore new whole foods, but to
empower them to make choices. We've taught
them how to assemble a meal from any combina-
tion of three menu items - including vegetarian
options. We've replaced the plastic sporks with
stainless flatware. And most importantly, we've
replaced our server with one who’s warm and
loving.

There are more environmental changes under
consideration for fall with a goal to improve the
social and dining experience. All that's missing
now is YOU! Please know that you are welcome
to join us for lunch any day that you are able. It's
a small gesture with a big meaning. | can assure
you that your child will remember it for a lifetime.
