Earlier this week, a prospective parent from out
of state included us on a whirlwind tour of
schools while she was in town for a two-day
school and house hunt. Our website drew her
here, but the quality of our programs captivated
her. As she was leaving she remarked, “l hope
you know you have a real little gem of a school
here.” She added that she was surprised to find
this at a Catholic school, because she had here-
tofore only encountered this level and quality of
programming at independent private schools. |
felt proud, of course, but with a shadow of dis-
comfort as well, because | cannot ignore the real-
ity of the ever-increasing financial resources it
takes to maintain those high quality programs,
nor the parallel reality that our current financial
model is simply not sustainable for the long term.

As we prepare for tonight’s parish budget meet-
ing, it seems prudent to inform you of some of
the details of our funding structure. We are fortu-
nate, indeed, to have four solid streams of reve-
nue to offset the parent payments that come to
us in the form of tuition, fees and scholarship
dollars. We also depend on income from a large
Annual Fund with a diverse base of support be-
yond our current parent community. We receive
two annual subsidies: one from the parish that is
dependent upon parish financial stewardship and
another from the Home and School Association
that is dependent upon income from our main
fundraisers - the rummage sale in the fall, the
auction and raffle in March, and the magazine
drive that runs all year online. And, finally, we
draw a percentage of the annual dividends from
an endowment fund - a very rare component of
an elementary school budget - to support opera-
tions.

Last night, Fr. Dennis informed me that parish
will be able to commit $160,000 to school opera-
tions for the fiscal year beginning July 1st. De-
spite that this is the highest level of parish sub-
sidy we have received under my tenure in this
office, it amounts to less than 10% of the total
budget of nearly $1.7 million. And, more signifi-
cantly, it is about $35,000 shy of what we will
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act need aintdin
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Clegrly, structural solu-

tions that go beyond v

fundraising will need to

be part of our long-range

planning. But within the

week, we also have the

opportunity to combine our efforts to take some
pressure off the current budget and secure at
least one leg of that four-legged revenue stool for
the year ahead.

Our annual auction dinner dance is our largest
fundraising effort of the year. Although | recog-
nize that not everyone can afford an evening at
the auction, there are opportunities for everyone
to participate in the success of this effort at some
level - from securing donations to volunteering
behind the scenes or on the night of the event.
And each and every year, it is remarkable to
watch the work of so many hands and hearts and
dollars come together to create the magnificent
Emerald Auction. What we seem to be losing
perspective on in recent years, however, is the
critical component that the raffle brings to this
endeavor.

The raffle is an income-generating complement to
the auction and an integral part of the funding
plan for this high-stakes event. Moreover, it's a
way for everyone to join in the fun whether or not
you can participate in the festivities on the 13th.
We depend on absolutely everyone to contribute
to the success of this high-stakes effort in some
way - whether by selling or buying tickets. Al-
though raffle sales are substantially down right
now, we have an opportunity to turn that around
in one final push for the finish line. As you know
from the raffle ads in Family Matters, a generous
donor has offered the incentive of a $3,500 gift if
at least half of our school families submit $100
in raffle ticket sales by next Friday. That gift will
go a long way toward taking pressure off the bot-
tom line. Can you help us reach this important
goal?

Thank you so much for all you do to keep our
school strong and good. And thanks for stepping
up one more time to help keep our little gem
shiny.

Christopher Piehler's, The Triangle Factory Fire Project recre-
ates one of New York City's most horrific disasters and the
positive effects the tragedy had on working conditions, wages,
and women’s rights. On March 25, 1911, the shirtwaist fac-
tory which occupied the top three floors of the Asch Building
caught fire. In just half an hour the three floors were com-
pletely engulfed in flames. Immigrant workers, mostly women,
found themselves trapped and forced with either succumbing
to the fire or jumping from the 9th story windows. The fire took
146 lives and was the worst workplace disaster in New York
City until September 11, 2001. The play demonstrates the
pain and struggle caused by the fire and reenacts the heated
indictment of the factory owners for keeping exit doors locked,
as well as conveying the spirit of hope and the need for
change that came as a result of the horrible tragedy.
