EDLINE TIP OF THE WEEK 
 

NAVIGATING THE EDLINE WEBSITE 

 

The best way to navigate through the Edline website, is to use the website itself to click back to sections you would 

like to view.  The òbackó arrow in your browserõs toolbar will not always take you òbackó in the Edline page.  

 

The two options on Edline to get to a section you would like to view are: 

 

1.  Click on the section you are looking for by clicking on the appropriate item in the golden colored columns on the right or left 

hand side of the web page. 

2.  Click on the section you would like to return to using the second line at the top of the Edline page.  As you navigate through the 

site, Edline creates a second black line at the top of the page that shows the path you took to get to that point.  If you would 

like to return to a particular section, you can click back on that item in the line.
