
 

Although you may need 

to plan for a re-routed 

approach or departure 

from school through the 

end of the year, our drop-off and pick-up plans 

will remain unchanged.  Please be aware, how-

ever, that Atwater School will be losing some of 

their drop-off/pick-up locations, which could re-

sult in additional traffic congestion, particularly in 

Phase Two.  We will be opening up the north end 

of our parking lot for some employee parking to 

free up street parking to the local businesses that 

will lose parking spaces during the project. 

 

In the interest of safety, you are asked to be es-

pecially diligent about not blocking intersections 

and dropping your children only from the curbside 

of your car.  Students who walk or ride bikes to 

school are encouraged to avoid Capitol Drive and 

use either Jarvis Avenue to the north or Shore-

wood Boulevard to the south as alternate east-

west routes.  Those who must cross Capitol 

should do so only at Maryland or Frederick, where 

crossing guards will remain in place through the 

end of the school year.

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Along with the tulips, spring has brought a ban-

ner crop of construction barrels to our neighbor-

hood!  The time is upon us to pay attention to the 

plans for the Capitol Drive reconstruction project.  

BEGINNING FRIDAY, APRIL 23, and continuing 

through July 19th, traffic on Capitol Drive between 

Oakland Avenue and Lake Drive will be EAST-

BOUND ONLY. 

 

The reconstruction from Oakland Avenue to Lake 

Drive will occur in two phases.  In the first phase, 

the south side of the street will close and the 

north side of Capitol will be open to eastbound 

traffic.  Westbound traffic will be detoured south 

to Edgewood, west to Oakland Avenue, and north 

back to Capitol Drive.  During this phase, Mary-

land Avenue will remain a two way street adja-

cent to our school, but will become a one-way 

street south of Capitol Drive. 

 

During Phase 2, Capitol Drive will close on our 

side of the street and the south lane will be used 

for the eastbound traffic.  Westbound traffic will 

follow the same detour route as in Phase one.  

During this phase, Maryland Avenue will return to 

two-way traffic south of Capitol, but will be re-

stricted to northbound traffic only north of Capi-

tol.
