These 

relics have been 

kept securely by 

the Church over 

all the ensuing 

centuries and 

were finally submitted to scientific tests under 

Vatican authority in the 1970s.  The lab findings 

are detailed and, indeed, miraculous.  It was 

determined that the flesh is an exact match to 

human cardiac tissue and the blood is human 

type AB ð the same as on the Shroud of Turin.  

There are many other documented Eucharistic 

miracles ð Godõs way of communicating with us 

in human terms.   Look these up when you have 

a chance, because what we understood of tran-

substantiation as second graders is not enough.  

We must re-visit our beliefs over and over again 

with each new stage of adult development. 

 

But, remember too, that intellectualizing alone is 

not enough to grow in faith.  We must also do 

some spiritual work to continue developing our 

faith throughout our natural lives.  And this re-

quires that we give ourselves over to that which 

we cannot fully comprehend with our objective, 

limited minds.  A simple first step is to attend to 

the consecration with reverent submission and 

burning awe.  If we allow it, God will draw us in to 

His very Real Presence, for with God, anything is 

possible.  And His will is truly, really, profoundly 

good.  Taste and see.

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I had the great privilege of participating in First 

Eucharist with many of our students this past 

weekend.  Sitting in the west transept gave me a 

unique window into their hearts as they con-

fronted the greatest mystery of our faith for the 

first time.  It was not only their beautiful inno-

cence, but their unbridled awe that brought tears 

to my eyes, because sitting in that spot also 

brought home another unmistakable reality.  To 

all outward appearances, it seemed that the rest 

of the congregation approached and received 

this greatest of sacraments with a rather routine 

demeanor.  It made me pause.  Is it that weõve 

lost the wonder and awe ð akin to a long mar-

riage that has become comfortable and predict-

able?  Is it possible that weõve forgotten Who is 

really before us?   Or is it just that our humanity 

naturally fights against that which is impossible 

to comprehend? 

 

I was reminded of an article I read many years 

ago in which a non-Christian observing our Catho-

lic Mass remarked that if he was within inches of 

his God, it would surely take his breath away!  He 

inquired why our actions and our beliefs appear 

out of sync.  Why are Catholics so matter-of-fact 

about this physical encounter with the Real Pres-

ence of God?  Why, indeed?  Perhaps our human 

minds overcome our faithful hearts.  But, at least 

periodically, we need to intentionally remind our-

selves that faith and reason do not have to exist 

in separate universes.  Fortunately, we have a 

God who works through human science to help 

us reconcile our internal struggles.  Perhaps this 

would be a good time for all of us to òrefreshó our 

faith.  An intellectual approach is to consider 

some of the documented Eucharistic miracles.  

My favorite is the Miracle of Lanciano. 

 

The miracle occurred during an 8th century Mass 

in Lanciano, Italy during which a Basilian monk 

began to have personal doubts about the Real 

Presence.  At the moment of the consecration,
