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Background

As you may know, St. Robert has undertaken to rebuild St. Jude Primary School
in a village in Uganda called Baakijjulula. This is the school which Fr. Augustine

attended as a child. Progress continues on construction of the building,

including the roof, thanks in large part to parishioner donations and Faith in Our

Future contributions. In the meantime, we have the opportunity this Lent to
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money to purchase books. Thus, there essentially is no school library. This Lent,

our parish can build their library virtually overnight. Here are the particulars:

Step 1

roughly to those in the US (6 through 14). Please send only books; do not send anything that
include a CD or CD-ROM. Our Lenten project is registered at Open Book Co-op on Oakland
Avenue and at the Learning Shop in the Brown-Port Shopping Center. Both stores have a list of
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frequent contact with Fr. Augustine and Claire Anderson, and all is ready in-country. Storage of
the books at St. Jude has been organized. Gently used books in excellent condition are welcome.
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Step 2
Place the books in the pre-addressed bubble envelope provided and seal it.

Mail the package through the US Postal Service by Palm Sunday, March 28, 2010. This form of

Not a Shopper?

There is no running water or electricity at St. Jude. There is no running water
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Almost all students at St. Jude walk great distances to bring water to their '
homes.

Most students have responsibility for tending livestock or crops or taking
care of younger siblings, in addition to going to school. Therefore some
students, especially girls, must drop out of school for a year or permanently.
Many students at St. Jude have told us they would like to be doctors,
teachers, or pilots when they grow up.

About 200 students currently attend St. Jude, and there is a waiting list of
about 100. e
Some non-Catholic students (primarily Anglican) attend St. Jude. St. Judeds
Students unable to walk have little chance to complete a formal education.

Tuition for most children is about $30.00 per trimester. Interest
accumulated on a principle of $5,000.00 will be sent periodically;
the principle is currently $1,000.00. Donations will also be
accepted for the building of St. Jude School.
